“Association of Public Broadcasting Corporations in the Federal Republic of Germany” and 
ends with an invitation to a seated dinner by the Chairman of “Association of Public Broadcasting 
Corporations in the Federal Republic of Germany” Fritz Raff. 

 
So, with this announcement we are happy to host this international conference where we can all exchange 
ideas. We hope that you will feel the program as exciting as we do. 
 
There will be no registration fees to attend the conference. The Saarland Mediamanagement Center and 
orga.uni-sb.de at the Saarland University will host the conference.
